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Alphabet Chart
]]This activity establishes routines for “reading” the Alphabet Linking Chart and using it as a tool and is especially helpful to children who have not noticed the details or shapes of letters and who do not know many letter names.  The procedures listed below are in order of difficulty from easiest to more difficult.  Please begin with the first task, when a task has become easy for your child move on to the next task.  I would suggest doing only one of the listed procedures per session and please do not spend more than 5 minutes on these activities.   Perhaps this activity could be done before your child reads their take home book with you each evening.  [[
1. Read the chart letter by letter, using a thin pointer.  Be sure that the pointer does not obscure children’s view of the letters; it’s very important that they see them clearly.  Say the letters out loud: (A-a, B-b, C-c, D-d,” etc.  “That’s one way to read the chart.  Let’s do it together.” 
2. “Now let’s read it another way.  This time I am going to skip every other letter.” Demonstrate: “A-a, C-c, E-e, G-g,” etc.  Have your child join you.  This task will be much more difficult for them, so you may need to move slower.  They will have to look at the letters rather than just remembering the ABC’s.  
3. “Now I’m going to show you another way.  This time I am going to read the upper and lowercase letters and say the names of the pictures: A-a-apple, B-b-butterfly,” etc.  Have your child join you.
4. Suggested language: “Let’s try one more way.  This time I am going to read just the words under the pictures: apple, butterfly, cat, dog, elephant,” etc.  Have your child join you.
