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With all of the back to school sales going on you may be wondering what your Kindergartener will need this year. We are very fortunate that most supplies are provided for us by the school district.  
 I only ask that my students have a regular sized backpack. 
(one large enough to hold a 1/2” 3-ring binder) 
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Your child will have their own supply pouch (which I provide) to keep their pencils, crayons, glue stick, and scissors in.  I am hoping this will help reduce the spread of germs by each child having their own supplies.  The school will supply pencils, glue sticks, scissors and a regular box of crayons for your child. 
Items that I would suggest for you child if you would be able to provide:
